BusLogic SCSI Host Adapters can support up to 7 SCSI Hard Drives per Controller (ID’s 0-6), provided your operating system supports that quantity of drives. If you have the BIOS enables, ID 0 & 1 are reserved for Hard Drives and will allow you to boot directly off of the SCSI Hard Drive, so depending on how many drives you want in your system, do the following:

You may need to do a low-level format on your drive to properly prep the drive. On non-C product boards, go into debug and type G=DC00:6 (Provided the base address is DC00), then perform a low level format.
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
