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1 Introduction

This package can help you format your notes easily and give them a unique front
page for every chapter and section. It calculates your progress and then displays
the progress bar under the title. It also displays a partial table of contents under
every progress bar and only shows the subdirectories of the current part. To
generate this, you can simply enter your current completed titles with a command
that accepts Variable Arguments. Still, that also helped you review your notes.
You can also customise the colour of the bar.

2 Commands

\usepackage [(options)] {unifront}
[(options)]: You can choose from 'red’, "blue’; yellow’, "help’.

\currentchapter{(chapter name)}{(chapter name)}...{(chapter name)}...
You can put many {(chapter name)} as you want after \currentchapter .
{{chapter name)}: The name of completed chapter.

\currentsections{(section name)}{(section name)}...{(section name)}...
You can put many {(section name)} as you want after \currentsections.
{(section name)}: The name of completed section.

\currentsubsections{(subsection name)}...{(subsection name)}...
You can put many {(subsection name)} as you want after \currentsubsections.
{(subsection name)}: The name of completed subsection.

\newtitle{(title name)}{(number of chapters)}{\currentchapter{(n)}{(n)}...}
It generate the front page for your document.
